Carnes’ raspy voice was
a match for the lyrics describing
a glamorous, mesmerizing
woman with eyes like the famous
actress. The song was the biggest
hit single of the year, spending
several weeks at No. 1 on
Billboard’s Hot 100 chart and
winning two Grammys. Thrilled
with the song’s success, Befte
Davis wrote to Weiss, DeShannon
and Carnes thanking them for
making her “a part of modern
fimes” and convincing her
grandson that she had “finally
made it”!
